MATH 

Arizona’s Mathematics Standards require students to demonstrate a deep 

understanding of math and develop strong critical thinking skills. Laveen’s 

adopted mathematics curriculum includes McGraw-Hill’s My Math for 

Grades K-5 and Glencoe Mathematics for Grades 6-8. These programs are 

aligned to Arizona’s standards and are available in both traditional and digi-

tal formats. Advanced coursework including high school level algebra is 

offered at all schools.  

ENGLISH LANGUAGE ARTS 

Arizona’s English Language Arts standards call for an integrated approach to 

teaching reading, writing, language, speaking and listening. Laveen strives to 

promote literacy across all of the content areas, exposing students to a rich 

balance of fiction and nonfiction texts. Students read selections from a wide 

range of text types and integrate research, writing and media skills through 

technology. Laveen’s ELA curriculum includes Savvas ReadyGen for Grades  

K-5 and McGraw-Hill’s StudySync for Grades 6-8. Both programs feature tra-

ditional and digital learning platforms.

SCIENCE 

Discovery Education Science connects students to their inner curiosity by 
placing them at the center of each three-dimensional learning experience. 
The curriculum engages students in authentic investigations to uncover the 
mysteries of the universe. Hands-on and virtual investigations, STEM activi-
ties, and a variety of science resources are 
provided to support all levels of learners. Sci-
ence Techbook and Middle School Science 
meets both Arizona’s science standards as 
well as the Next Generation Science Stand-
ards. These programs feature traditional and 
digital learning platforms. 

SOCIAL STUDIES 

The Arizona History and Social Science standards build across grade levels 

in a progression of knowing and applying concepts aligned to history, gov-

ernment, geography, and economics. To support this progression, Teach-

er’s Curriculum Institute (TCI) social studies is provided in 6th-8th grades 

and integrates proven teaching strategies, engaging content, and meaning-

ful technology. Students in Grades 1-4 use McGraw-Hill’s Impact Social 

Studies and 5th graders use McGraw- Hill’s Discovering our Past: United 

Studies, Arizona Edition. These programs provide rigorous learning experi-

ences to help them understand the world around them. These programs 

feature traditional and digital learning platforms.

In addition, “Second 
Step,” a social-emotional learning program equipped to help children 
thrive, is offered at all grade levels each week.
